Chairman’s Report: 10 year Stanborough Lake licence agreement now signed. Several hundred bream were introduced into the sailing lake in early March. Blue dye was added to the sailing lake at the end of February. A fish refuge piping scheme is still being considered for the sailing lake. Nature reserve stretch of the River Lea now opened up to day tickets. New swims created on the main lake at Fairlands and there is still a possibility of the middle lake being opened to fishing. Low water levels are causing concern at Holwell Court but we are looking for possible remedies. All swims now constructed and footpath finished at Holwell Hyde. Still no update on the licence at DeHavilland Lake at Colney Heath but most platforms and bridge work is now finished.
Secretary’s Report: Membership numbers are still falling so money is getting tighter and we are currently restricting spending. Thanks were given to Mr S Speake for bringing our printing needs in house resulting in a big saving for the club.
